Courier & Noah Lead Hall Nominees

Eight individuals grace the
ballot for the 2005 class

of the International Tennis
Hall of Fame, and most
have some connection

to Cincinnati and its
tournament tradition which
dates back to 1899.

Those on the ballot are
Jim Courier, Yannick
Noah, Jana Novotna, Owen
Davidson, Pat Canning Todd,
Christine Truman Janes,
Earl “Butch” Buchholz, Jr.
and Eiichi Kawatei.

Courier, 34, won 23
singles titles/in his 13-year
career, including four Grand
Slams and five Masters
Series titles. His Slam wins
came at the French (91 &
'92) and the Australian (‘92 &
'93), and his Masters Series
titles came at Indian Wells
('91 &/93), Key Biscayne
('91), and Rome (‘92 & "93).
The American was ranked
No. 1 in the world for a total
of 58 weeks, and helped the
U.S.win the Davis Cup in
'92_In Cincinnati in singles,
he went 16-12, reaching the
semifinals in ‘91 and the
quarterfinals in ‘90 & '95.
He also reached the doubles
semifinals in Cincinnati with
Pete Sampras in ‘89.

Noah, 44, also won 23
singles titles, including the
French Open and Hamburg
in ‘83, and Rome in ‘85. The
Frenchman also won 16
doubles titles including the
‘84 French Open with Henri
Leconte. Once ranked as
high as No. 3 in the world,
he played Davis Cup and

captained both the Davis
Cup and the Fed Cup teams
for France. During his 12-
year career, he made four
appearances in Cincinnati,
reaching the round of 16 in
‘85.

Canning Todd won the
French singles title in ‘47,
as well as the doubles
title there in 48 and the
Wimbledon doubles title in
‘47 (both with Doris Hart).
The San Francisco native
won both the singles and the
doubles titles in Cincinnati
in 1951, and was a singles
quarterfinalist in ‘40.

Three former Cincinnati
Seniors players have been
nominated: The Czech
Republic’'s Novotna, 35,
Australia’s Davidson, 61,
and America’s Buchholz, 64.
Novotna, whowon 24 singles
titles including Wimbledon in
‘98, competed in Cincinnati’'s
Senior event from ‘01 to ‘03.
Davidson, who completed
the Grand Slam of mixed
doubles in ‘67, played the
event ten consecutive times
between ‘97 and ‘03; and

Buchholz, a former amateur
and pro player who founded
the Miami Masters Series
event, played in '96.

Other nominees are Janes
of England (who played in
‘50s and ‘60s) and Japan’s
Kawatei (a former player.and
tournament director).

The announcement of the
2005 class will be made in
January, and the enshrinees
will be inducted on July 9th
in Newport, Rhode Island.

Pat Canning Todd was the No. 5 playerinthe U.S. in 1951
when she entered the Cincinnati event. She blew through
the field, losing only 13 games in five matches.
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Players
The original men’s field had 51 of the top 51
players in the world. The women'’s field had
two of the world’s top ten, and of the direct
acceptances, 18 of the 21 were in the top 100.

Attendance
Total attendance for both tournaments was
approximately 200,000, with the addition of
the women’s tournament accounting for a 30%
increase over 2003.

Website
Versus 2003, during the men’s event, the
tournament’s website (www.cincytennis.com)
was up 30% in terms of user sessions, up
33% in terms of total page impressions, and
up 36% in terms of unique visitors. During the
week of the Cincinnati tournament, the ATP
Tour’s website saw the highest traffic for any
week or any tournament of 2004.

Television
During the men’s event, the television
audience was up 28% over 2003 in the U.S.
despite having two fewer broadcasts. The
tournament’s 28 hours of television coverage
was watched by 6,327,056 viewers in the U.S.
and millions more around the globe. The
Andre Agassi / Lleyton Hewitt final match on
ESPN received a 1.0 rating, the highest non-
Grand Slam tennis rating on that network in
four years. It was the highest Masters Series
rating on that network since the Cincinnati
final between Pete Sampras and Thomas
Muster in 1997. On the women'’s side, the final
three days of action were seen nationally on
The Tennis Channel.

Seniors
There was a mixed doubles senior draw
including Hana Mandlikova and Mansour
Bahrami, as well as eventual champions Luke
Jensen & Gigi Fernandez. The event also was
seen on The Tennis Channel.

Fans Respond to Women’s Event

More than 50,000 seats were sold to the Western & Southern Financial Group Women's
Open, the first WTA event in Cincinnati since 1988 and the only one in the Midwest. Fans at
the tournament were surveyed about the event, and results show they were very happy with
the tournament and their decision to attend. Here’s a summary of the results:

> 84% rated the tournament as excellent or good

> 63% said the tournament was as exciting or more exciting than the men’s Masters

> 84% liked the Super Sessions (one session starting at 3 or 4 p.m.)

> 79% said they planned to return in 2005
